Envision:  Total of .20 FTE divided by varying program components; 2 Prevention Coordinators will develop and implement the 10-week Afterschool programs at the school building each semester; 1 Prevention Specialist will coordinate the 2-day Retreat w/ an additional 3-5 involved in the actual implementation; 1 Conflict Resolution Specialist to facilitate the Problem-solving sessions with youth.

 Envision:  In-kind contribution of personnel time outside of the contract is approximately 120 hours for the Afterschool program, 80 for the Retreat, 20 hours for Evaluation, Report and Leadership Team = 220 hours @ $50/hour = $11,000


· Shared responsibilities


BBBS:  Will share the Leadership Team duties;  will share responsibility for the recruitment of youth from Fairwood and Garfield schools; will share responsibility for measurement of progress by youth academically.





Envision:  By project component:


Bright Builders Afterschool program (on-site/Garfield) will be the full responsibility of Envision Partnership staff.  Referrals may come from any of the partners as this is for both matched, unmatched and match potentials.  This ongoing 10-week program will compliment the sports-related efforts offered by the YMCA staff.


Overnight Retreat (Camp Campbell Gard) will share programming responsibilities with the YMCA Camp staff.  Envision Partnership along with Hamilton Coalition preventionists will plan and implement the indoor activities in coordination with Big Brothers Big Sisters staff while the YMCA Camp staff will be responsible for outdoor activities and meals/lodging arrangements.


Mediation and Problem Solving (MaPS) sessions will be facilitated by Envision staff with referrals from Garfield school personnel, mentors, BBBS staff or any of the other project partners as appropriate.
