I sincerely believe that youth mentoring programming in Jackson County would significantly bolster the
health and wellbeing of our young people. Jackson County is a mental health professionally-
underserved, rural community, so any additional services to our community's youth would bring the
county closer to parity with the resources and support found in urban areas.
