Catholic Charities Outcomes with Similar Programs.

Programs offered by Catholic Charities include prevention support and skill-building for at-risk youth through our Teen Mentoring program (Teen Mentoring). Since 2004, Teen Mentoring at Catholic Charities has assisted at-risk youth by providing psychosocial mentoring that focuses directly on the mentor-mentee relationship as an intervention to reduce risky behaviors and improve internal and external developmental assets. Our team of employed mentors serves as role models with whom youth can identify and from whom they can learn critical life skills.

Demographic data from this program include the number of youth served by year: 2014 – 107; 2013 - 106 and 2012 -126. We have served 339 youth in this program in the past three years, with an average length of service (duration of the mentoring relationship) of 11.33 months.

Catholic Charities has partnered with the Lorain County Juvenile Court for the past 12 years to provide Success for Youth, a prevention program targeting youth experiencing difficulties due to their low level of intellectual functioning and court charges.  Participants in this program learn social skills, develop computer skill; and learn job skills that help youth obtain employment and eventual independence. Many of these youth come from dysfunctional homes where the parent(s) are or have been involved in the court system themselves and were ill equipped to teach their children many of the basic skills needed to become functioning, productive, members of the community. Demographic data from this program include the number of youth served by year:  2014 - 27; 2013 - 19, and 2012 - 12 youth. On average, 88% of youth engaged in the Success for Youth program did not receive any new court charges.
