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$735,396 over three years including $450,000 in Community Connectors grant funds  and $285,396 in local cash & inkind match.

Interactive classroom presentations; SMART goal-setting workshops; water & biological monitoring; service learning projects;  mentoring youth on using CPS career/career pathway programs; creating local Mill Creek career program; Student Congress & Green/STEM Career Fair; Summer youth employment;  recruit/train 50 STEM  volunteers as mentors/ role models; program alignment with Common Core & OH Revised Science Standards; career fieldtrips & interviews.
Estimated 3,000 Green Team youth in grades 5-12 and 86 adults.
It's anticipated that 1,145 youth will be in high school (9th-12th grades) & 1,855 youth will be in grades 5th-7th. 
 In the Cincinnati Public School District, about 71% of the students are African American and about 73% come from families below the federal poverty level. Many of these students are considered high risk youth.
