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Application Section I: Community Connectors Program Description


1. The target population is students grades 5-12. Identify the grade level or levels at each school that your program will be targeting. Programs may serve students in one or more grade levels.  


We will be targeting fifth and sixth grade students at Rockdale Academy and South Avondale Elementary in Cincinnati, OH. 


2. Provide the number of youth in each grade level and at each school your program proposes to serve. 


We will serve 20 fifth grade and 20 sixth grade students (10 fifth grade and 10 6th grade at each school) totaling 40 students. Each year we will add a new incoming 5th grade class of 20 students (10 students at each site). This will fosters longevity of the program as mentees graduate from the program in 8th grade; a new group is being added. Conceptually, once a mentee starts as a member of Project L.E.A.D., he/she would remain in the program until completion of his/her eighth grade school year.

We select option A. This program is a new initiative designed to start with 5th and 6th grade students and follow them through eighth grade so they participate in a 3-4 year mentoring program before entering high school. 


4. Please describe your project. How will it address each of the five Community Connectors core principles and what outcomes will you use to measure success.


This program will be known as Project L.E.A.D. (Live, Encourage, Achieve, Dream) founded by Images of Excellence 2, Inc. Program participants will learn how to become a Leader in the community, classroom, and at home. Participants will meet twice a week for 120 minutes; however, days of the week that program meetings occur vary for each site. See attachment CC Grant_4: Program Schedule. They will participate in activities that are project based to build leadership skills and develop an understanding of the significance of personal growth by acting in leadership roles on standard committees for planning the quarterly community events. Mentors will facilitate meetings to teach these novice leaders how to operate in different roles on the committee such as finance, marketing, event planning, logistics, etc.  In addition, they will also be utilizing technology and scientific based strategies to create and implement resolutions for real life problems in the community. Moreover, metacognitive thinking practices will be imbedded in our weekly routines to increase each participants critical thinking skills. The Apperson Evo SEL software will be incorporated to address these competencies through the modules developed particularly for each Mentee based upon his/her assessment results. This software will only be used for 5th and 6th grade Mentees. See item #13b for further description of software.


As students move to 7th and 8th grade the meeting will occur twice a month for 2 hours each time at a central location, in the faith based partner's building. During these monthly meetings the quarterly core value focus and expectation is the same as the 5th and 6th grade. One meeting per month will be dedicated to their committee meetings in preparation for the quarterly community event and the project based service learning project, with one hour dedicated to each cause. The 7th and 8th grade students will participate in all outings and field trips scheduled for the 5th and 6th grade group. Note: this will be a part of Year 2 and 3 of the program as Year 1 will only begin with 5th and 6th grade students.


The core principles will be addressed through the Big Ideas/Theme for each quarter beginning with the first principle which is then continuously embedded throughout the entire year of the program. Mentees will begin with goal setting, and later evaluate success of reaching/exceeding goals; so they can modify current goals, and finally, create new goals.  Each quarter will have hands-on activities, workshops, field trips, and motivational speakers developed around the core principles.


The first quarter focus will be core principle#2: Building Character (Live), which will have the Big Idea: "I live because I was designed for a purpose." Mentee activities will encourage developing positive character traits such as self-control, willpower, motivation, conscientiousness, self-discipline, grit, perseverance, determination, and optimism.


The second quarter will have a focus on core principle #3: Developing Pathways to Achievement (Encourage) with the following Big Idea: "I am encouraged to make mindful decisions to create pathways of success." Mentees will participate in experiences that encourage them to make healthy, positive choices about school, academic & career plans, drug use, peer pressure, truancy, sexuality, pregnancy and other risky behaviors. Metacognitive strategies will be used more frequently during this quarter as Mentees develop their critical thinking, problem-solving, and decision making skill sets. 


The third quarter will be designed around core principle #4: Building a Sense of Resiliency (Achieve) implementing the Big Idea: "My circumstances and environment does not determine my ability to achieve." Mentees will learn the importance of making it through difficult circumstances by not allowing negative experiences to take over one's life. This will be done by developing the following skills in each Mentee: self-regulation and self-efficacy. 


The fourth quarter will mainly address core principle 35: Believing in a Positive Future (Dream) by stressing the Big Idea: "I'm encouraged to live to achieve my dreams." Mentees will participate in activities to support the idea there is a positive future awaiting them. This will be done by providing students with knowledge of opportunities and belief in themselves.


Summer meetings will be utilized to maintain relationships and evaluate goals in order to set new goals for the upcoming school year, again targeting the first core principle: Setting Goals.

5. Please describe the specific activities your program will conduct.


1. Teach core principles to mentees through workshops, seminars, hands-on activities, motivational speakers, round-table discussions, field trips, and service learning project design & implementation. Mentees will be participating in weekly activities that vary. Workshops will be taught by volunteers from our partnerships and community members and will occur once a month. Hands-on activities will be conducted by Mentors and will occur weekly. Motivational speakers from the community and partnerships will present to Mentees twice per quarter. 


2. Quarterly Social events for mentors and mentees to build relationships. Field Trips/Outings will occur once per quarter and will include Mentors and Mentees as a part of the whole group bonding and interaction.


3. Quarterly Community events to present the Core Principle & Big Idea to the mentees' parents, partners, and community members.  This event is used to showcase what Mentees have learned from all their experiences over the course of the quarter; and to exhibit their leadership qualities, as they will serve on a committee for this event. Partner, community members, Mentee's family friends, and potential new partners are invited to this event. It will be published in Project LEAD'S quarterly newsletter along with any publications distributed to families at the participating schools.





4. Assessment and lessons to build the Social/Emotional well-being of Mentee. This part of the program is computer based. Apperson Evo SEL software will be purchased and downloaded on computers in each school's computer lab to be accessed once a week when Mentees meet. The Mentor Coordinator will be the facilitator at this time. Mentees will participate in an assessment and modules for Mentees to complete to develop skill sets and strengthen areas of weakness. 


6. Discuss how the program will utilize best practices to ensure program success. Are there successful mentor programs after which you will model your program?  Please name the program and describe what makes it successful. 


We will utilize best practices to ensure program success as outlined in the National Mentoring Partnership literature known as Elements of Effective Practice for Mentoring. We chose this as a resource because this organization is reputable and provides reliable data and research in regards to mentoring practices, strategies, development, and design. This organization identifies 6 evidence base standards as follows: recruitment; screening; training; matching; monitoring and support; and closure. These standards and research was used to develop our program design and day-to-day operations because they have been proven through research to yield success. Furthermore, there is research based evidence completed by United Way that ensures the success of a program utilizing the software we are integrating into our program known as the Apperson Evo SEL and other assessment programs utilized by Cincinnati Public Schools district, including DESSA, which our program will have access to as a result of our partnership. Our program will be somewhat modeled from the DIME program which is an international mentoring organization for young ladies. Although our program is not gender specific there are universal best practices and evaluation documents implemented in this program design that will work with our program such as: tracking methods, match process, and ice breakers to build relationships. This organization has not had a mentor program. This is a new initiative for this organization; however, we have staff and leadership team members with experience in designing, operating, and serving with a mentor program.


8. What will make this collaboration successful? What will the indicator(s) of success be for this collaboration?


What will make this collaboration successful is each entity working together as a team with the Mentee's best interest at heart. Furthermore, an implementation design and accountability process that is concise and clear. Every partner must have shared goals and be aware of the purpose of this program: building the leadership capacity of each Mentee. Furthermore, all stakeholders will have ownership of the program by being and active participant in implementation and evaluation of the program. Indicators of success will be: weekly attendance records for Mentors/Mentees; tracking record of active participants, Mentor to Mentee ratio; increase in Mentee's academic performance; improvement of Mentee's social and emotional well-being; increase in the school's positive school climate/culture; increase of self-worth, self-esteem, self-efficacy, etc.; and decrease in alienation.

a. Each mentor will have a sign in/out sheet located in the Mentor Coordinator's office where he/she will sign in and out each week when they meet with his/her mentee(s). Each week the Mentor Coordinator will review sign in/out sheets, and at the end of each month the Mentor Coordinator will send a copy of Mentor Contact Hours records to Program Manager and place the sign in/out sheets in the Mentor's file. In year 2 Mentors of 7th and 8th grade students will email documented time of contact with Mentee to Mentor Coordinator each week. Contact time may include phone calls, emails, online chatting, visits to the Mentee's school, or personal contact with Mentee by meeting in a public place. These emails will be printed by Mentor Coordinator and placed in Mentor's and Mentee's file, and email should be forwarded to Program Manager. The Program Administrator will document all data provided to the Program Manager, and manage these records.  Note: these attendance sheets and records will also be kept to track attendance at outings/field trips, community events, kick-off event, end of year event, and any other time the Mentees and/or Mentors meet for any reason.


Each Mentor Coordinator will take student attendance each time they meet for any reason. All paperwork from each site will be sent to the Program Manager at the end of each month for evaluation and record keeping. In addition, the Mentor Coordinator will file all documents in office on site. The Program Administrator will manage and keep records for the Program Manager for the purposes of compiling data. Mentor training hours will be documented on Mentor Training Record Sheet (online) at end of each training session.  The Program Administrator will maintain these records and provide a copy of certificates/logs to be placed in Mentor's file on sit by the Mentor Coordinator. Each Mentor will receive a certificate of completion for all trainings including: date, name of training, and contact hours. All Mentors will meet the expectation of attending each training each per year.


b. Data will be gathered through Mentor's Feedback Survey completed at the end of each meet with Mentee(s). This survey will include date, duration of meeting, Core Principle discussed/reviewed, and survey questions about the engagement and participation level of each Mentee worked with that day. This Mentor Feedback Survey will be turned in to the Mentor Coordinator at end of each session for review and submitted at the end of the month to the Program Director for evaluation of success of intended outcomes and goals. In addition, we will use the Apperson Evo SEL Software to assess Mentees' social and emotional states in order to design activities and experiences that will generate improvements in weak areas. This software will generate data to serve as an evaluation of if our program is impacting the Mentee's lives in a positive way. This software will be monitored and evaluated by the Mentor Coordinator, then submitted to Program Manager quarterly for record keeping and further evaluation to measure growth. All reports will be placed in Mentee's file.  Furthermore, Mentees will submit to the Mentor Coordinator all Interims and Grade Report Cards to be charted for the purpose of measuring academic growth over the course of the school year. These documents and charts will be kept in Mentee's file and a report will be sent to the Program Director quarterly. All data will be compiled into a report to be reviewed and discussed at monthly Leadership Team meetings. The Program Administrator will manage and keep records for Program Manager to be used for evaluation of program's success.


c. Indicators of success are as follows: weekly attendance records for Mentors and Mentees; tracking record of active participants, Mentor to Mentee ratio; increase in Mentee's academic performance; improvement of Mentee's social and emotional well-being; increase in the school's positive school climate/culture; increase of self-worth, self-esteem, self-efficacy, etc.; and decrease in alienation. These indicators will be tracked and assessed by the Program Manager, Program Administrator and any other Evaluator of the program such as the Leadership Team.


d. Some anticipated barriers to successful evaluation including data collection and measurement of progress toward outcomes are: Participation in feedback may be limited if surveys are not being returned, lack of funding to have a reliable evaluation system, Mentor/Mentee match is ineffective and yields inaccurate data, attendance of Mentors and/Mentees is inconsistent which may skew the data as those individuals are missing out on experiences and opportunities to build relationships, and Mentor/Mentee turn over can be a negative impact on evaluation if a Mentee or Mentor had to start over building a new relationship before closure of the year.

Project L.E.A.D. is a mentoring program that will service 5th and 
6th grade students in the Avondale community. The Purpose of 
the program is for participants to learn how to become a leader 
in the community, classroom and at home. The program will 
require participants to create a solution to the problem in their 
school or community, and test their solution and evaluate 
effectiveness. They will participate in activities that are project 
based to build leadership skills and develop an understanding 
of the significance of personal growth by acting in leadership 
roles on standard committees for planning the quarterly 
community events. Mentors will facilitate meetings to teach 
these novice leaders how to operate in different roles on the 
committee such as finance, marketing, event planning, 
logistics, etc.  In addition, they will also be utilizing technology 
and scientific based strategies to create and implement 
resolutions for real life problems in the community. Moreover, 
metacognitive thinking practices will be imbedded in our weekly 
routines to increase each participants critical thinking skills.

Elementary. This partner will provide access to potential 
Mentees and Mentors and support the fundraiser Cost by 
providing snacks after school for the Mentees and 
transportation for Mentees/Mentors for outings and/or field 
trips. Their role of identifying and providing access to 5th and 6th 
grade students to participate in Project L.E.A.D. is vital to the 
success of the program. In addition, the principal of each 
participating school will serve on the Leadership Team and 
attend Meetings to ensure the needs of the students and 
school are being addressed and met; provide square feet of 
space to Images of Excellence to facilitate Project L.E.A.D. with 
access to the Gymnasium, Cafeteria, Classrooms, ELAs, 
Computer lab, Office Space and other area of the building as 
needed; provide access to technology, storage space and other 
materials available in the school including student data (such 
as report card and attendance reports, and assessment results 
from the PARCC along with any other teacher or district driven 
evaluation tool to be used as a part of the program’s 
evaluation. 
 
One of our business partner’s is the Kroger Company. The 
Young Professionals Organization’s, under the Kroger 
Company, will solicit potential Mentors for the mentor program 
and volunteer tutors for Mentees with a time contribution of 
20%. In addition, Kroger will contribute 10% of the Fundraiser 
Cost by donating food and beverages for the kick off event, the 
end of year celebration, the quarterly community events, 
fundraiser events, and mentor trainings; participate in 
Leadership Team meetings providing insight from a business 
perspective; provide additional resources by providing 
volunteers to conduct workshops for Mentees built around one 
of the core principles detailed in the grant. 
 
Our second business partner, Cincinnati Children’s Hospital is 
volunteering staff with a time contribution of 20% by providing 
potential Mentors and Volunteers for tutoring services. They 
have committed to a monetary contribution of 15% Fundraiser 
Cost along with providing in-kind services through workshops 
designed for parents/guardians to increase Mentee parent 
involvement in mentor program. These workshops will occur 
once a quarter at the school’s participating in mentor program. 
In addition, one representative from the partner’s organization 
will participate in Leadership Team meetings and the partner 
will provide resources for parents, mentees, and the program.

the Fundraiser Cost with the following shared responsibilities: 
the responsibility for the empowerment of students in 5th and 6th 
grade with the ability to Live, Encourage, Achieve, and Dream. 
This will be accomplished through the partnership and 
implementation of Project L.E.A.D. Mentoring Program within 
Rockdale & South Avondale Elementary Schools; responsible 
for screening, training, pairing, and monitoring mentors and 
mentee’s participation in the mentor program; through this 
partnership this partner will continue to promote expansion 
throughout the district by following the 5th and 6th grade

									The purpose of this Budget Narrative is to provide a detailed explanation of how expenditures were calculated and the justification for the expended funds for the devoted program. An explanation of how each of the following expenditures was calculated and the justification for the expended funds for the devoted project are mentioned.


						Direct Costs


									A.  Payroll Expenses


									Funds are requested to support a Program Manager who will oversee the Mentor Coordinator(s); evaluate data and effectiveness of program; implement timelines; serve on the Leadership Team; seek potential grant opportunties; and faclitate orientations, professional development, and trainings for Mentors.  The Program Manager is a full time position working 40 hours per week at $20/ hour with at least 30% of that time to be spent on site for a total of 44 weeks a year (8 weeks off reflect unpaid vacation weeks). The yearly salary is $35,200 for Year 1, $36,256 for Year 2, and $37,343.68 for Year 3 to reflect a 3% cost of living increase.  Funds are requested for Mentor Coordinator to over see the day-to-day operation of Project L.E.A.D.; ensure attendance records are accurate and matches are created; collect data to be sent to Program Manager; facilitate Apperson Evo software by attending training to manage program and prepare Mentees to use it;  and be on site each time Mentor/Mentees meet. Year 1: 1 Mentor Coordinator is required. Year 2 and 3: One Program Manager and two Mentor Coordinators are requested as the program will begin to grow and require more staffing. Mentor Coordinator is a part time staff working a maximum of 20 hours a week at $12/hour with 50% of that time spent on site for a total of 36 weeks a year (including 32 week program with 2 weeks of prep time and 2 weeks of summer meetings). The yearly salary is $8,640 for Year 1, $8,899.20 for Year 2, and $9,166.18 for Year 3 to reflect a 3% cost of living increase. Funds are requested for a Program Administrator to operate payroll for 4 staff members; prepare newsletter and other communications to commmuinty, parents, partners and potential partners; recordkeeping and correspondances; marketing; and assist the Program Manager with potential grant opportunities. The Program Administrator is a part time staff working a maximum of 20 hours a week at $15/hour with none of that time spent on site for a total of 40 weeks a year (from August 1-May 31 of each year with 4 weeks of unpaid vacation weeks). The yearly salary is $12,000 for Year 1, $12,360 for Year 2, and $12,730.80 for Year 3 to reflect a 3% cost of living increase. Funds are requesting for Tutors to sustain the academic enrichment of program. This will provide a small stipend for volunteer tutors for working with the youth on homework twice a week. These tutoring sessions will occur after mentoring component. Although they are seperate by name research shows that positive mentoring experiences can increase academic performance. There will be 4 mentors at each site (2 per grade level) to assist student with homework. They will each receive a $750 stipend each year for Year 1, 2, and 3. Although the stipend remains the same, there is an increase in number of tutors needed to service Mentees as program grows.


									B.  Payroll Fringe Benefits


									All positions are part time; therefore, no benefits are provided to staff.


									C.  Travel


									Funds are requested, for the Program Manager, to cover registration up to $200, lodging for up to 3 nights at a rate of $130 per night including taxes, round trip airfare up to $750, and a pier diem of $45/day for up to 3 days of stay while attending a yearly training to enhance the mentor program design, implementation, sustainability and evaluation. The amount requested is the same for Year 1, 2, and 3. Funds are requested to provide Mentors a $368 reimbursement stipend for gas mileage used while traveling to the site once a week. It is calculated at $2.30 per mile for 5 miles a week over the course of a 32 week period during the school, not including summer meeting (held monthly instead of weekly). Year 1 will pay out 20 mentors. Year 2 will pay out 30 mentors and Year 3 will pay out 40 mentors. 


									D.  Supplies


									Funds are requested to purchase supplies for Mentors/Mentees weekly activities. These materials will provide opportunities for interaction to be more hands on and engaging. Funds requested for office supplies will be used for adminstrative purposes by the Mentor Coordinators to ensure success of the day-to-day operations at each site. The amount requested increases each year to reflect product inflation and increase in participants as program grows adding 20 new Mentees and 10 new Mentors each year.


									E.  Equipment


									Funds are requested to purchse the Apperson Evo SEL softwarethe initial year and renew the license annually to utilize for assessement and evaluation of student's social and emotional well-being. This data will also be used for evaluation purposes of outcomes being met. There will be 2 units purchased (1 per site). The amount needed remains constant each year.


									F.  Contracted Services


									There is no need for contracted services, so no funds are requested.


									G.  Training


									Funds are being requested to pay trained professional to provide professional development and training for our Mentor Coordinators in preparation for each year to ensure success of mentor program. The rate for trainer will be $50/hour with a $25/hour increase each year. If there is a training the Mentor Coordinator could attend locally for equal amount he/she will be registered for training instead of paying for a private session. Training cannot exceed amount allocated in budget. Funds are being requested to pay trainers to prepare Mentors for program and continue to provide professional development throughout course of program at a rate of $100/hour the first year with a $50/hour increase. This is being done to ensure success of program. These sessions are private for Mentors of Project L.E.A.D. only as our training will be specific to our program's needs. 


									H.  Evaluation


									Funds are being requested to pay an evaluator to assess the success of our outcomes at an hourly rate of $60/hour for up to 10 hours for Year 1. The hourly rate will increase each year by $20 and the total hours of evaluation will increase by 5 hours to reflect an increase of students to be evaluated in order to measure outcomes' success. This evaluation is done semi-annually.


									I.  Other Program Cost


									Funds are being requested to cover cost of liability insurance to ensure the safety of the particpants in the program and meet the legal requirements on behalf of the Lead Applicant. There is an increase of cost each year to reflect the inflation of insurance market. Funds are being requested cover cost of the Kick Off Event with a budget of $250 per year, End of Year Event with budget of $250 per year and 4 Community Events with a budget of 1,000 ($250 each event). The same amount is requested for Year 1. There will be an increase of $100 per event listed each year to reflect anticipated increase of participation as program flourishes. Funds are being requested for 4 outings/field trips per year to allow Mentors and Mentees from both sites to come together and interact with each other in a social setting. Cost for Year 1 was calculated at a rate of $15/kid to include transportation and admission fees. Each year there is a $5/kid increase to reflect inflation of activiities xost and transportation along with an increase of 20 participants per year.


									J.  Additional Mentor Support Cost


									Funds are being requested to reimburse potential Mentor's FBI/BCII background checks expense which average about $66 for the first year and reflect an increase of $5/year as cost may incrase. This will be completed for up to 40 mentors the first year and increase by 20 additional mentors each year. Snack will need to be provided at a rate of $40/week for 32 weeks of programming. Funds are being requested to provide a snack to the Mentees twice a week as they meet for various activities. Cost is determined at a rate of $1/mentee/week for a period of 32 weeks the first year with an increase of $1/mentee/week for the following years. In addition, the quantity will incrase by 20 each year as a new group of mentees is added. There is also a need to have funds for printing services and design of marketing materials, as well as any registration and recruitment materials needed to ensure success of Mentor/Mentee recruitment and intake processes. There is an incrase of $500/year as the program will need to purchase/print/market to and for a larger population as program grows.
