												The purpose of the Budget Narrative is to provide a detailed explanation of how planned expenditures were calculated for each budget category as well as the justification of those expenditures for the devoted program.



								Direct Costs



												A.  Payroll Expenses



												Payroll expenses will support the time of the Program Coordinator. This position will spend .25 fte, or approximately 10 hours/week, on program activities. This includes oversight of all program activities, including selection and training of mentors, group activity coordination, activity coordination with teachers and other school personnel; parent/guardian communication, program management and oversight of fiscal management and evaluation. A three (3) percent salary increase is budgeted for years 2 and 3.



												B.  Payroll Fringe Benefits



												Fringe benefits are calculated at 10 percent of payroll expenses. This includes FICA, workers compensation and unemployment expenses only. Health insurance expenses are not provided for this position.



												C.  Travel



												Staff and mentor travel expenses are calculated at $.575/mile to cover local travel to schools and meetings. Travel for the Program Coordinator is budgeted at 100 miles/month for all 12 months of the program year. Mentor travel is budgeted at 40 miles/month or 10 miles/week per mentor for nine months.



												D.  Supplies



												Supplies included are for mentor training, group activities, and program events. At an average of $10/yr/person including mentors, mentees, and parents/guardians (for kick-off event), supplies are budgeted at $1000 per year. Additional general office supplies are budgeted at $1000/yr/fte * .25 fte for the Program Coordinator.

												F.  Contracted Services



												Contracted services include fiscal agent fees as well as the in-kind services to be provided by project partners.
Gilmore, Jasion, and Mahler, LTD will serve as the fiscal agent for grant funds, under the oversight of the Program Coordinator at a fee of $20,000/year, $5,000 of which will be provided as a contribution to the program. In addition, the firm will provide 2 mentors at a value of $100/hr for a projected 1 hr total per week (mentors alternating weeks) * 40 weeks plus 10 group activities at 2 hrs each = $11,000 total in-kind per year.
McDonalds Corporation will provide 3 mentors at a value of $25/hr for 1 hr/week each * 40 week and 10 group activities at 2 hrs each for 3 mentors = $4,500 total in-kind per year.
The Toledo Fire Department will provide 3 mentors for 1 hr/week each at a value of $43.34/hr and 10 group activities at 2 hrs each for 3 mentors = $7,801.20 total in-kind per year.
Lourdes University will provide faculty liaisons for undergraduate student mentor recruitment as well as coordination with target schools. Three faculty positions will provide a projected 20 hours of assistance per year at a value of $50/hr for a total of $3,000 in total in-kind support per year.
Total in-kind program support per year is projected at $26,301.20.

Mentors will meet with students weekly one-on-one for one hour focusing on a specific core principle during a five week block allocated to each Community Connector core principle. There will also be a weekly group activity facilitated by the various business partners to inform students about career opportunities and one of the five Community Connector core principles. A best practice guideline is to hold a graduation night, which allows mentees to have a sense of closure with both the mentor and the program.  Also, recognition of the specific contributions of mentors and mentees will be done.

The Elements of Effective Practice for Mentoring holds the key to success in producing high-quality relationships. The new edition of the Elements provides six evidence-based standards for practice that incorporate the latest research and best-available practice wisdom. It also reprises advice that appeared in earlier editions on program design and planning; program management; program operations; and program evaluation. This best practice approach will be incorporated in the overall operational standards for the mentoring program. The six evidence-based standards address six critical dimensions of mentoring program operations: 1) recruitment; 2) screening; 3) training; 4) matching; 5) monitoring and support; and 6) closure. For each standard, specific benchmarks are advanced, along with research-based justifications. Together, the standards and benchmarks provide practical guidance on how best to approach the provision of high-quality mentoring in day-to-day operations. Incorporating this best practice approach will ensure our program success.







7. Describe your organization’s previous experience with this type of program OR a program of a similar scale,   including previous evaluations, size and duration of previously implemented programs, goals, and outcomes.







A similar project was implemented in 2012 with youth who were incarcerated in a youth treatment center. The Adult Child Together (ACT) training was utilized with this population. ACT mentors youth and readiness for parenting children. The ACT Against Violence Parents Raising Safe Kids program (ACT-PRSK) is an interactive violence prevention program developed by the American Psychological Association for parents of young children. The program teaches and supports parents in the areas of child development, roots and consequences of violence, anger management for adults and children, social problem solving, positive discipline, and the impact of media violence on children. The pre and post-test revealed that youth who participated in the ACT training improved their knowledge of how to raise children safely. Data on this population was maintained by the correctional facility.







The organization also has experience mentoring youth in a program based on anti-violence dating in 2006. Expect Respect was the name of the program. Pre and post-test was also used to measure successful outcomes for the goals of the program. Eighty percent of teens who participated in the program reported an understanding of the importance of healthy relationships.







Another similar program involved mentoring fathers to be more active in their children’s education. This program included a monthly activity where the youth attended breakfast with their fathers and/or mentors before school started. There was no data collected for this program. This program was implemented in 2006 – 2007.







8. What will make this collaboration successful? What will the indicator(s) of success be for this collaboration?







Several indicators will be used to evaluate the success of the collaboration. A questionnaire will be developed to provide a metric based on the Community Connector Core Principles. In addition, evaluations will be conducted at the end of each program segment. These evaluations will be based on mentor and student feedback. Other indicators of success will be gleaned from school data such as attendance, grades and indicators of positive behaviors (and lack of negative behaviors) observed. At the end of each year in the program, focus groups and/or interviews will be held to further delineate success.

Mentors complete and application. Mentors will be subject to a comprehensive criminal background check, including searching a national criminal records database along with sex offender and child abuse registries. The program conducts a reference check (personal and/or professional) on each mentor. Mentors agree to a one (calendar or school) year minimum commitment for the mentoring relationship. Mentors agrees to participate in face-to-face meetings with his or her mentee that average one time per week and one hour per meeting over the course of a calendar or school year. The program conducts at least one face-to-face interview with each mentor. Mentors will meet periodically with the Program Coordinator and school liaison; they will keep an open communication when facing issues and concerns. The Program Coordinator will provide close supervision to liaison and mentees, and will establish a weekly contact with them.







After school personnel, teachers and/or counselors identify students qualified to participate in the program, parent(s)/guardian(s) will be notified and will be invited to complete an application and provide informed consent for their child to participate. Parent(s)/guardian(s) and mentee agree to a one (calendar or school) year minimum commitment for the mentoring relationship. Parents(s)/guardian(s) and mentee agree that the mentee will participate in face-to-face meetings with his or her mentor a minimum of one time per week, on average, for a minimum of one hour per meeting, on average.







During the session in which parents sign the consent for their child to participate, they will receive all the information needed, including an orientation. Parent(s)/guardian(s) will be invited and encouraged to participate in the program kick-off event. Throughout the school year, parent(s)/guardian(s) will receive a written quarterly report. Families will be invited to attend a mid-year activity and the end of year celebration. After the mentor and youth have begun their relationship, mentors can benefit from additional training on topics such as increasing multicultural understanding, particularly regarding issues of race and class differences. This type of training would provide mentors with the opportunity to identify and discuss possible cultural differences they and their mentee may encounter, which could help to prevent potential misunderstandings in the future.







Fiscal accountability will be performed by the audit and accounting firm Gilmore, Jasion, Mahler, LTD and overseen by the Program Coordinator. All monitoring of activities and reports will be maintained by the Program Coordinator to ensure successful outcomes of program objectives.

Gilmore, Jasion, Mahler, LTD. plans to provide two mentors and facilitate 10 group activities per year, as well as function as the fiscal agent. Gilmore, Jasion, Mahler, LTD. will provide a monetary contribution as well. Lourdes University will provide mentors from of the College of Education and Human Services and the College of Business. This program possesses a strong organizational capacity considering the community partners named throughout this application (McDonalds Corporation, Gilmore, Jasion, Mahler, LTD, Lourdes University, and the Toledo Fire Department) in order to increase its ability to carry out its objectives. Agencies with strong organizational capacity are more likely to be sustainable. Additional partners will also be sought to increase the number of available mentors as well as additional cash and in-kind contributions.







Specific resource development and sustainability planning includes applying seeking financial support from local, regional, and national funding sources including The Andersons, Toledo Community Foundation, Stranahan Foundation, local business and corporations with local presence, as well as from individual donations and government grant sources.







In addition to financial sustainability, a significant part of program sustainability will be the creation of the necessary framework within the various partner organizations to allow the program to continue on a reduced budget after the initial three-year grant period.
