This 3-year program will service youth in 10th grade and follow them through their 12th grade year.

“Pass It On” will service 30 students annually. These students will be recruited from John Hay School of Science and Medicine and the Second Calvary Missionary Baptist Church community. Since this is a 3-year program, students will start the program as 10th graders and continue through their 12th grade year.

4. Please describe your project. How will it address each of the five Community Connectors core principles and what outcomes will you use to measure success.


This project is a collaborative initiative between Second Calvary Missionary Baptist church, John Hay School of Science and Medicine, and MAAT Institute entitled “Pass it on”. “Pass It On” is a mentorship program designed to develop skills for success in the future. 


Setting Goals: The purpose of this program is to provide academic, social/emotional, health and career development support to youth through goal setting, mentorship, and real world experiences. We will implement the S.M.A.R.T. process in helping the students develop and monitor goals:


·  SPECIFIC: Data gathered from the MAAT academic/leadership assessments will allow the student and mentor to target academic and social/emotional areas of concern.


· MEASURABLE: Student and mentor will set individual goals based on areas of concern and a process to   achieve them. The MAAT academic/leadership assessments will me administer annually to track students progress. 


· ATTAINABLE: Students and mentors will work together to develop both short and long term goals each year. Together they will focus on one academic and one social/emotional goal with short measures of success (baby steps), so that the students can feel an immediate sense of success. 


· REALISTIC: Using the MAAT academic/leadership assessments and the school’s Conditions for learning behavioral assessment data to target areas of improvement, set goals and track success allows students to work at their own pace addressing individual needs. Individual progress will be measured in baby steps (an A/B on the next test or a loss of 2 lbs. in a month), leading to larger gains in three months (report card grade from D to C next grading period or 5 lbs. loss in three months). 


·  TIMELY: The facilitators and mentors will meet each week to chart the progress of each student, revisit goals, make adjustment in individual program when necessary, refer other services if needed and recognize achievements. The program is designed to follow students through their senior year in high school.


Building Character: Pass It On includes a component that teaches students the history and contributions of leaders that exhibit strong character traits such as conscientiousness and determination, and self-control. When students become involved with mentors, seminars, volunteerism and self -reflection in the Pass It On program, they will develop these abilities (Tough, 2012).


Developing Pathways to Achievement: The mentors will receive training and development in critical thinking, problem-solving and decision-making skills techniques, as well, instruction in use of various methods (such as Class Meetings etc...) in quarterly workshops. The mentors will then “pass” these methods and practices “on” to the students through the activities and assessments that take place in the program, giving the students tools to effectively reach their goals.


Building a Sense of Resiliency: Resilience is the ability to bounce back when things don't go as planned. According to psychologist, Susan Kobasa, there are three main elements that resilient people possess: challenge, commitment, and control (Mindtools.com, 2015). Mentors will work with students to develop goals to overcome challenges. Students will complete contracts with parents, teachers and mentors; they will build skills that will enable them to make commitments to positive values and social skills (Search Institute, 2013). This places the control in the hands of each student and when students are involved in decision making and creating their paths in life, they develop a sense of self-efficacy.


Believing in a positive future: Weekly contact with mentors and volunteerism will provide students with an avenue to believe in their ability to succeed in their talents and strengths. The Conditions for Learning Survey will be administered to help measure the pre and post beliefs of students in looking forward to a positive future. Also, the activities such as Spoken Word, where students express themselves through poetry, will be evidence that they believe in perseverance and self-determination (Tough, 2012).

The program utilizes the experiences and expertise of trained educators and mentors whose careers span over 20 years the lead facilitators, mentors, and community advocates. Their mentorship experience includes organizations such as Grace and Elegance, National Coalition of 100 Black Women, and Cleveland Municipal School District. Our program will use the best practices of the Cincinnati Youth collaborative such as the training and selection of mentors, as well as, one-on-one and group mentoring techniques. Pass It ON has a mentoring technique that consists of three components:


· Role models


· Service


· Leadership


Students are trained in a series of workshops that include Speakers, videos, volunteerism, research, writing, and self-efficacy.

Second Calvary Missionary Baptist Church has been in partnership with community youth organizations over the past ten years focusing on teaching critical life skill development in youth ages 8-18 and they are still in place today. One such program is Grace and Elegance where each year a cadre of 20 girls complete a social etiquette program that culminates with activities that demonstrate what they have learned throughout the program, such as High Tea or hosting a luncheon at the Women’s Shelter.  Furthermore, each summer 20 young men participate in a community service initiative where they give back to their community by providing the elderly with lawn care services.

Second Calvary Missionary Baptist Church has successfully implemented youth development programs in the past, many of which are still intact. By partnering with the MAAT Institute and John Hay School of Science and Medicine, Second Calvary will have the ability to measure impact and provide in-depth programming. 


Using the assessments provided by MAAT institute provides the tools necessary to track student progress over the 3-year period. This will help provide the data needed to measure program effectiveness. Furthermore, with lead facilitators and mentors coming from such diverse backgrounds will provide a strong knowledge base for program development and mentor training.
