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We will need classroom space.  We will need 10 tablets per site.  We will need learning supplies and teaching equipment>
It is our mission to implement a 10 week program on Developing Resilience.  We will break each session down into weekly themes of becoming a resilient individual.  Over our 10 weeks we will focus on Defining Resilience, Changing how we think, Developing a positive life perspective, Developing Courage, Removing Excuses, Understanding Risk & Reward, Faith & Believing In Yourself, Displaying Empathy & Forgiveness and Becoming Resourceful & Flexible.
We will service over 300 children.  We will have 6 sites. .  We will run two 10 week programs where we service 25 kids each program, for a total of 50 kids per school year at each site. We will service grade levels 3rd-5th at all 3 elementary schools and grades 6th& 7th at all 3 middle schools.
The schools we service will be Trevitt Elementary, Champion Middle, South Mifflin Elementary, Mifflin Middle, Linden Elementary, Linden Mckinley Stem Middle.
