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Students from five elementary schools in the Northeast section of Columbus City Schools, plus Woodward Park Middle school.
Mentor volunteers and training to work with each student.
Teacher volunteers to provide academic enrichment.
Business community partner Miles-McLellan to provide marketing and student career support.
Program coordination from Vineyard Community Center with experience in youth enrichment.
Conduct bimonthly mentor/mentee contacts using structured Developmental Assets Model. Mentors will receive training and continuous support.
Provide Saturday Asset Academy once a month for 5 months with interactive workshops for students, parents and mentors.
Provide after school academic enrichment twice weekly at Vineyard Community Center
Provide field trips to local businesses, OSU and King Arts Complex
Provide field trips to local businesses, OSU and King Arts Complex.
For the first year, 100 fifth grade students among the 5 schools and 100 adult volunteers. For the second year, 100 fifth graders plus 50 sixth graders with 150 adult volunteers. For the third year, 100 fifth graders, 50 sixth graders and 50 seventh graders with 200 adult volunteers.
