4. Please describe your project. How will it address each of the five Community Connectors core principles and what outcomes will you use to measure success.


This project addresses the five Community Connectors core principles by engaging students in YLA's youth development model.  Students experience the five Community Connector core principles by doing in creating and governing their own YLA youth leadership group that focuses on making their school and community better places for learning and living.  In this process, students encounter the core principles not as lessons to learn, rather as life skills unfolding through actions required for the success of their own youth group's initiatives for the common good.





Setting Goals is integral to every part of a local YLA from organizing, recruiting and developing members, engaging peers in setting goals for their YLA group's program, outreach initiatives, and engagement in the world beyond Pike County as representatives to Ohio YLA Youth in Government, Model United Nations, and YLA's leadership training conferences.  YLA's organizational goal setting process includes personal goal setting by students to identify specific goals to improve their learning, ability to contribute to the success of their local YLA, and how to maximize their talents for future learning, career, and community citizenship.  To enhance YLA's approach to student goal setting, Pike Community Connectors students will go use the SMART goal process.  Outcomes to measure success will be the written goals created by YLA school groups and those created by the individual members plus regular reflections to evaluate progress achieving the goals as well as any needed goal adjustments.





Building Character is one of YLA's five pillars.  YLA's seven core character values are Respect, Responsibility, Caring, Honesty, Fairness, Trustworthiness, and Citizenship.  The local school based YLA and its community outreach are opportunities to practice these values in implementing their program.  In addition, students engage with their adult mentors and others in the community in carrying out their community outreach initiatives.  In return, students experience how these values are exhibited by others and have real-life experiences exercising these character values.  Outcomes are measured in student reflections sessions where students examine how they displayed these values in their interactions of daily life, operating their YLA, and in community initiatives.  Students also reflect on how they say these values lived by the adults they encounter.  Reflection also measures success in how students determine to strengthen their demonstration of these values in their own actions.





Developing Pathways to Achievement evolve as students engage in YLA and in YLA's community outreach.  Students take their classroom and life lessons into action.  In this process of encountering life around them and in the greater community, project students are called to use their best efforts in thinking, identifying issues and proposing solutions, laying out plans of actions, taking action, and reflecting on those actions to determine future actions.  Achievement evolves from practice - from doing coupled with reflection with the guidance of their adult mentors.  Developing Pathways to Achievement in this approach is measured by project students reflection sessions using pre and post check sheets indicating their perceived status on areas of decision making, problem solving, goal achievement, getting things done, and seeing possibilities.





Building a Sense of Resiliency in life's ups and downs is crucial in becoming a healthy and productive adult.  YLA's plan-do-review approach to youth development allows youth to succeed as well as experience failure within a supportive structure.  YLA's approach is it is not what happens to one that counts, it is how one responds.  As YLA is community building, students will experience how failure is a part of life that offers opportunities to learn and respond.  Teenagers find out from first-hand experience to move respond, to review what happened, and identify next steps.  Failure is seen as part of life's journey that allows one to become stronger.  The measure of success is within those experiences of failure allowing the reflection process to demonstrate how to recover and move on.





Believing in a Positive Future is developed as students discover they are needed for who they are, their talents, their ideas, energy, and their efforts in building a better school and community.  Project students build faith in themselves, in those around them, and the future as they achieve by creating and managing their local YLA and in the community outreach initiatives they help identify, create, carry out, and then evaluate.  The YLA process allows students to discover opportunities, to discover how they make a difference in the lives of others, and can change things for the better.  Once that is discovered in the heart and mind of a student, there is belief in positive futures.


Believing in a Positive Future will be measured by a pre survey for students to indicate their thoughts on their future and a post survey on what they believe about the future at the end of the project period.





5. Please describe the specific activities your program will conduct.


This mentoring program will use YLA's Next Generation Laboratory to build more responsible citizens by engaging students in the life and work of their of their schools, communities, and the wider world.  School-based YLA Next Generation Laboratories are student initiated and led with advice and mentoring of faculty advisors and other project adult partners.





YLA students apply classroom lessons to figure out what they can do to make their schools and communities better, plan and organize how to turn ideas into action, step out to make differences for good by implementing their ideas, and then take time to review what is accomplished and what to do better the next time.  





These locally school and community program components are strengthened and enhanced as YLA students step out of familiar surroundings and friends to engage with peers from other communities and backgrounds in YLAs regional Youth Leadership Conferences, Ohio Youth in Government's Student Legislature and Supreme Court at the Statehouse, YLA's Model United Nations to gain windows on the world, Make A Difference Day at Cave Lake Center for Community Leadership in Pike County, and at YLA's Horseshoe Leadership Center teen Entrepreneurship as well as teen Leadership-Service Summits.





Community Connectors' five core principles are brought to life in YLA's model where youth are best served when they serve, when they take responsibility for their own actions, their own learning, and their own contributions to making their schools and communities better places.  The focus is on using one's talents to make differences for good.





As students experience the YLA Next Generation Laboratory, they learn because they need to learn to turn their ideas into action.  As the process unfolds, YLA students develop life skills, organizational governance skills, financial skills, discover career interests, realize they have what it takes to succeed, and develop a vision for their own future as well as their role in encouraging peers to get involved, creating positive learning climate in their school, community development, and their responsibility as life-long more responsible citizens.






6. Discuss how the program will utilize best practices to ensure program success. Are there successful mentor programs after which you will model your program?  Please name the program and describe what makes it successful. 


The best practices this program utilizes is the YLA youth development model.  Formerly known as HI-Y, YLA has proven record of effective student development as demonstrated by student results, impact on communities, and the career path YLA students discover through their YLA participation. 





YLA's approach is successful because Next Generation Laboratory is a process, not an event or a class.  YLA involves chances to apply what is learned in real community situations and draw on an-on-going network of adult support and guidance.  YLA puts students in the lead.  Students are responsible for creating and carrying out their activities.  YLA is not a classroom approach where adults inform, provide information, or deliver classroom lessons where students are to absorb adult delivered information that may be tested.





This learn-by-doing approach engages students with adult advisors (mentors) in every part of the process.  Students reach out to learn, to gain knowledge, to research, to write, to plan, to connect to adults for advice and guidance because the students want adult help so their student efforts will succeed.  YLA's experiential community-building approach allows students to work in teams, develop plans of action, test and refine their approaches, build confidence, uncover the rewards and challenges in making differences for good and discover their potential as citizen leaders.





Another key to YLA's success is students venture out away from the familiar, from the distractions and influences of their day-to-day life into a wider world with new peers from different places, cultures, and backgrounds.  This time away into the wider world gives students opportunities to gain greater perspectives on themselves, the issues facing their peers and the society at large, and the many ways their talents are needed as responsible members of community.





YLA works as ultimately students come to realize they are making real differences in their homes, schools, communities, and wider world.  





7. Describe your organization’s previous experience with this type of program OR a program of a similar scale,   including previous evaluations, size and duration of previously implemented programs, goals, and outcomes.


YLA's youth development experience has an almost 150 year track record.  YLA's longest serving Ohio youth program partnership is with McClain High School, Greenfield, Ohio, where YLA and the Greenfield Exempted Village Schools Board of Education partnership began in 1929.  YLA's Ohio Youth in Government was first held in 1952, YLA Model United Nations is in its 35th year, high school Entrepreneurship Summit began in 1978, teen Leadership-Service Summits (camps) at YLA's Camp Horseshoe have an almost one-hundred experience record.  YLA's major initiative today is creating the Ohio YLA Cave Lake Center for Community Leadership, a projected $35,000,000 investment in Pike County that will benefit all Ohio and beyond.





Each YLA program has student pre and post survey results.  Included in this grant application is brief summary of these results 





The West Virginia Department of Education Office of Research conducted an evaluation of YLA's 2008, 2009, 2010, and 2011 Ohio Youth in Government and Model United Nations along with the research they conducted on YLA's West Virginia Youth in Government. One result was that 100% of students in Youth in Governments Judicial, 78.40% of students in YLA's Youth in Government Legislature at the Statehouse, and 80.88% of students in YLA's Model Supreme Court indicated that compared to the classroom, they learned more in YLA's approach to learning. 





YLA's experience engaging adult leaders with students is successful.  For example, Senator Bob Peterson who represents Pike County regularly works with our students.  Speaker of the House, Cliff Rosenberger, is now co-chair of Ohio YLA Youth in Government and is active with our Cave Lake Leadership Team that is co-chaired by Senator Doug White (Adams County) and Steve Evans (Gallia County).  State leaders, local school personnel, community leaders, the business community, and organizations interested in helping youth develop into healthy and productive citizens demonstrate the success of YLA's youth development model.

The collaboration will be successful when the students have positive experiences that lead to their success.  The collaboration will succeed because of the partners' commitment to youth and the future, Pike County has a culture of working together, and YLA has a history of collaboration with youth, parents, schools, business, community organizations, trade associations, government at every level.

Chandler is a graduate of Western High School.  Now a sophomore at Shawnee State University, Chandler is in pre-med.  His YLA involvement began as a high school senior representing his school at YLA's Ohio Youth in Government in the Statehouse.  In those three days, "I learned more about government and how it worked than any high school government class."  He then served as an AmeriCorps Volunteer at YLA's Camp Horseshoe summer 2015 teen Entrepreneurship and Leadership Summits and the Governor's Youth Opportunity Camps for low income 7 - 12 year olds.  "My ten weeks at Horseshoe were some of the most memorable experiences I have ever had."





I returned home and volunteered to join the Cave Lake Leadership Team co-chaired by Steve Evans and Senator Doug White.  I want Cave Lake in Pike County to do for our local youth and the youth of Ohio what Horseshoe does - building better students, creating better communities, and giving kids and teenagers the opportunity to really make a difference in their lives and the lives of others.  I know YLA works, I have experienced it in my life and now I see the results in the lives of other children and teenagers.

Gary currently serves as President of the Pike County Chamber of Commerce, President of Pike County Gideons International, past board president of Pike Christian Academy, and now serves as Trustee in a local Pike County church.

B. Intake Process for Mentees - all interested students will be welcome to participate.  An interest meeting in the school will be offered for students to learn about the project, the opportunities available, and how to be involved.





C. Involving Families - includes an orientation session for families and family activities at least two times during the project period.  Families will be given contact information for Project Leaders to facilitate communication by the family and the project.





Training of mentors will occur as mentors will be a part of the YLA process.  In other words, mentors will learn along with the students.  YLA believes that youth and adults learning together   is the most productive way to promote youth development.  Plus, mentors do not have to think it is necessary to know it all.  Students get to see that learning is life-long, not just something students do while in school.





D. Youth Leadership Association, the project's fiscal manager, has experience managing grants from foundations and from government.  YLA follows generally accounting standards, has an annual audit by an out-side firm.





E. Other Critical Information


YLA connects students no their local mentors; local community, business, and government leaders; and state leaders including their Senators, Representatives, Justice of the Supreme Court, Attorney General, and YLA Youth in Government Co-Chairs Speaker Cliff Rosenberger and Senate President Keith Faber.  In YLA's process of youth development, students will learn from and with a range of adults from the school to the community, county, and state.

Anticipated barriers to successful evaluation and data collection - Student and teachers are tired of constant testing and what appears at least to students to be the only thing of value in school is numbers.  There may be an initial resistance to one more thing that is focused on numbers and evaluation.  Students want to do, to learn by doing meaningful things.  To many, the numbers are not meaningful.  Another barrier could be everyone is busy with daily lives, work, and school so this could be seen as an unnecessary burden with no worthwhile purpose.  YLA has experience helping students learn that data collection and evaluation when properly done provides the evidence needed to gain more support from school teachers, family, school administrators, and the community for their student programs and projects.  YLA helps students see the value, the benefit of investing in data collection and evaluation.

YLA demonstrates success in maintaining lasting partnerships with schools and community groups, government, business, and others in youth development.  YLA's longest school partnership began in 1928 with the Greenfield Exempted Village Schools.  YLA's Ohio Youth in Government, begun in 1952, holds its 64th session in the State House this April; Model United Nations convenes its 35th session in March, and Leadership Summits at Horseshoe began in 1940.  YLA's newest initiative, transforming the 730 acre Cave Lake property in Pike County into a nationally significant Center for Community Leadership is led by Steve Evans (Gallia County) and Doug White (Adams County).  This $35,000,000 project will benefit 31,000 with on-site leadership development programs and another 6,000 youth in expanded state-wide outreach once facilities and program are fully operational.





Financial sustainability to maintain this Pike County project will be assured by YLA's new financial development efforts led by a professional financial development with the help of YLA's new Ohio YLA Committee.  Securing contributed dollars and other resources these efforts will produce the financial stability required for this program to continue after grant funding period ends.

These Programs Work!


Dr. Watring  drove 14 hours from New Orleans to join in today’s 11 a.m. meeting at Cave Lake.  Dr. Watring  grew up in Leadmine, WV, near  Camp Horseshoe.  A brief summary of Dale’s comments -

When Dave asked me to come up here at first I knew my schedule would not let me.  Then I read your Cave Lake materials and remembered I am where I am today because of you – because of this organization and Camp Horseshoe.  I knew I had to get here because what you do is so important.  You must make Cave Lake happen.  Our kids and our future need it!  When my meeting was over yesterday I got in the truck and drove 14 hours to get here in time.  Here’s why I’m here today.





I grew up in the mountains in an area where there is just not much opportunity for young people and that’s the way it is for so many children and teens everywhere it seems whether it is the country or even many of our cities.  





The one thing that I did have was Camp Horseshoe.  I was just a kid with no real goals in life other than getting out of high school and finding a job.  When I graduated from high school I got a Governor’s Summer Jobs Program position at Horseshoe.  Kids without much money could get one of those jobs.  I think David and the camp’s maintenance person, Walt Kines, had conspired.  They had me digging stumps.  I think their idea was if they made me do that then I would go to college.  I had no intention of going to college. I was done with school.  David had a way about quietly saying “Dale, have you thought about college.  You would do good.”  Then in a day or so he would say something like that again.  Walt would too.  One day David asked me to help with some children.  Horseshoe has the Governor’s Youth Opportunity Camps for low income boys and girls.  These kids have nothing.  They come to camp for the food, to get away and because at Horseshoe they can become somebody.  Well, I liked helping the kids and it put me around the camp counselors who were college students.  I think David put me around the counselors because he thought it would be good for me.  It was.  I heard about college from them.  They were all studying interesting things. I liked it so much I was a camp counselor the next two summers.





Well, that first summer camp ended and the Governor’s program did too.  Here I was in August and sure did not want to dig stumps all my life.  I decided to go to college except it was too late and no one would let me in.  Finally, I called Fairmont and they gave me a chance.  I went there 2 or 3 semesters and then transferred to WVU





I did OK at WVU and then got this notice I had to pick a major.  I wanted to do mechanical engineering.  The dean would not let me in the program.  I left his office and the secretary knew something was wrong.  She was always nice to me and we had often talked.  She asked what was wrong and I told her I was just going home to get a job.  No use to stay in school because the dean would not let me in the engineering program.  Her name was Barbara.  





Barbara said, “Dale, don’t quit.  Give it a couple days and something will work out.”





I got called back to the dean’s office in a day or so.  He didn’t say a word to me.  He had the waiver paper and signed it.  He handed me the paper letting me in the program and said, “Now, you get the hell out of here.  I never want to see you again.”  I left his office and asked Barbara what happened.  Barbara said, “I’ve worked for that man for 25 years.  I gave him two choices.  He either let you in that program or I quit.”





I don’t remember the dean’s name.  I do remember Barbara.  Life is all about people helping people.  That’s what Horseshoe does . . . David and Walt got me to go to college.  Barbara got me into mechanical engineering.





I finished WVU and because one of my professors encouraged me I ended up at MIT where I earned my Masters and Ph.D. in Mechanical Engineering.  Now, remember, I’m just the kid from Leadmine, a Governor’s Summer Jobs kid who did not even want to go to college in the first place.  Look what happened because people nudged me along, encouraged me and believed in me.  





I had a 13 year career with NASA.  I rose to the top and was even considered for the astronaut corps.  Out of 10,000 applicants for my class, I got as far as the final 100 considered.  My protocols for rocket launches are still being used.
