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What is a collaborative workshop?
· A collaborative workshop is a workshop provided by a school, district, or educational consultant for which MVNU gives graduate credit. The instructor must meet the requirements to be a teacher of record, but is not recruited nor paid by MVNU.
· Professional development (PD) has the greatest impact on teaching and learning when it is integrated with the needs of teachers and is conducted and reinforced over a period of time. Collaboration between the school/district and the university provides a way for these two criteria to be met and for the results of the professional development to be significant, as well as providing credit the teacher can use for renewing his/her license. Therefore, MVNU is eager to partner with any district wishing to customize professional development for its educators.
· MVNU will offer workshop credit at a lower rate than the established $225 per credit hour when the workshop is offered in the school or district and when the instructor is a district employee who offers the PD as part of his/her position or as part of a grant.
· EDU6100 = .5 credit collaborative workshop at a cost of $87.50, with the collaborative district receiving back $12.50 per student. 
· EDU6101 = 1 credit collaborative workshop at a cost of $175, with the collaborative district receiving back $25 per student. 	
· EDU6102 = 2 credit collaborative workshop would cost $350 with the collaborative district receiving back $50 per student. 
· EDU6103 = 3 credit collaborative workshop would cost $525, with the collaborative district receiving back $75 per student.
· When the workshop is approved, MVNU will enter a section number and the title into the system. The instructor will work with the Graduate Workshop Coordinator and the MVNU Graduate Registrar’s office for the preferred procedure to register students.
· At the conclusion of the workshop, MVNU will send a check to the district in the amount of $25.00 times the number of credit hours generated by student enrollment. 
Teacher of Record
· To be a teacher of record for a collaborative workshop, an instructor must:
· Have a master’s degree or higher.
· Be chosen by, and in good standing with, the cooperating school or district.
Transcripts
· Participants may obtain their grades by requesting a transcript from MVNU’s registrar’s office. (Grade reports are not automatically sent to participants. Transcripts must be requested.)
· Transcripts are FREE!
· Transcript requests may be made online, by mail, or in person at the registrar’s office.
