About Our School
Toledo School for the Arts (TSA) is a “community public” school focused on the visual and performing arts as well as providing a high quality, college preparatory curriculum and experience. The School opened in September 1999 and is located in Toledo, Ohio. TSA is a public school that accepts enrollment of any Ohio student in grades 6 - 12 with no tuition costs, up to its enrollment limitations. Our socio-economically diverse student body represents 22 different school districts.  Thirty-two percent of TSA students are minority students and 34% of our students are eligible for federal assistance. Our gender mix is 28% male and 72% female.

TSA operates out of its own space located at 333 14th Street. The approximately 100,000 square feet of space was purchased and renovated with classrooms, computer labs, dance, music and acting studios, art rooms and rehearsal spaces.  

Currently in our 14th year of operation, Toledo School for the Arts has become known statewide and nationally for offering an outstanding academic and artistic education for students in grades 6-12.  The Ohio Department of Education has rated TSA Excellent on our last six State Report Cards, and TSA has been named a National Blue Ribbon School by the U.S. Department of Education.  In addition, we were recently awarded the 2012 Ohio Governor’s Award for Arts Education and were named an exemplary school by the Arts Schools Network.

Small class sizes, averaging 18 students, provide ample opportunities for direct interaction between teachers and students.  Academic teachers and arts teachers are actively encouraged to collaborate and create curricula that integrate the arts into academic subject matter.  

In addition to core academic subjects, classes are offered in dance, music, theater and visual arts. TSA offers students opportunities to work with professional artists to expand their art experiences and knowledge. TSA has “ARTnerships” with Toledo’s major cultural institutions, such as the Toledo Ballet, Toledo Opera, Toledo Repertoire Theatre, the Toledo Symphony, WGTE-TV, Trinity Church, the Toledo Zoological Gardens, and the Toledo Museum of Art, as well as the Valentine Theater, Theatre League, and the Toledo-Lucas County Public Library. 

Additionally, for the past three summers, TSA has partnered with other nonprofit organizations and with businesses to enable students to be employed in the arts during the summer, extending our efforts to provide arts vocational education year-round.   
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
