Besides these partnerships above, this project will also collaborate with a number of other schools which provide arts/academic instruction such as Reynoldsburg City Schools Encore High School, Columbus Public Schools, Fort Hayes Metropolitan School for the Arts, Arts and College Preparatory Academy, Toledo School for the Arts, etc. to produce multiple video demonstrations and lessons.

Journey 360 is a non-profit art and education organization in Columbus, Ohio with curriculum design lab and production studio in Granville, Ohio. We specialize in video-based blended learning curricula, teacher professional development and arts integration curriculum for creating breakthrough education experiences.
Our Partnership Role:  Journey360 will lead, manage and complete the production of 100 videos or up to 1000 minutes of video-based ELA and Math curricula  by June 2014.  Each lesson designed by the VCS curriculum team will align with the Common Core Standards.
 
Journey360 will produce a teacher professional development video and information packet guiding teachers on  “ How to create your own video-based lesson.” This will empower teachers to  design their own lessons and share them through ilearnohio.
 
Four things make us unique.
1.            We have developed 2900 minutes of  proprietary blended-learning curriculum for progressive learning integrating arts in education across all subjects.
2.            We are staffed by professional educators, artists, and media specialists.
3.            We collaborate with educational institutions, teachers, artists, and communities.
4.            We are focused on integrating arts in education to create breakthrough education experiences.

Richland Academy School of Excellence is a K-8 integrated arts school which serves students from the city of Mansfield as well as students from nine surrounding school districts within three counties.  RASE is a high poverty school (88%) which utilizes an integrated, project-based learning environment supplemented with technology to enhance the Ohio Common Core Standards fostering 21st Century learning skills. Because of this environment, RASE continues to maintain a 96.4 % attendance rate. Richland Academy School of Excellence was awarded an Early Literacy Third Grade Reading Guarantee Grant in 2012.  

The Falcon Academy of Creative Arts which began in 2010 is a third-seventh grade school that uses the creative arts to develop life-long learners.  Teachers have been specifically trained to develop integrated arts/academic lessons which result in high attendance rates, a creative school environment, and a safe and "family" environment.  The students have daily classes in music, art, and physical education on a rotating basis as well as a period of exploratory arts four days a week.  Research shows that the study of the arts engages students' entire brains and because of that they develop better learning skills, achieve more academically, are less likely to drop out of schools, and they become  a part of a positive learning environment. 
 
The Falcon Experience is also enhanced with in-school performances, presentations by area artists, and field trips to art venues.  The school also has partnerships with various University of Akron and Kent State University departments.  
 
Technology and a focus on creativity round out the experience at Falcon Academy which serves approximately 200 students, students from the Field School District as well as surrounding school districts, and students who have performed quite well on the past four State Report Cards. 

ilearnOhio is a comprehensive e-learning platform funded by the Ohio General Assembly to ensure that Ohio students have access to high-quality online courses.
